Rules and Regulations

Thank you for your participation on our Maxim Wheels Race Event. The following will help you understand the rules applying to our event. In essence, our event is available to all those that want to enjoy driving in a controlled environment. This is not racing; other major organizations exist for such purposes. We expect that you understand and can follow our rules in order to conform to a safe and fun environment.

Requirements

· Waiver signed at time of arrival: both driver and passenger

· 1 Passengers maximum at any time

· Wrist bend must be wear by driver and passenger at any time

· If you suspect anything wrong with your vehicle while driving on the track, GET OFF as soon as possible or get off onto the grass

· Vehicle must be factory seatbelts or race harnesses in place for all occupants

· Convertibles must have a roll bar, roll hoop, or roll protection in place
Novice Drivers

· Understand the meaning of the flags

· Make sure you are properly belted into your car

· The controller at the pit lets cars out on the track one car at a time, please be patient at this time

· The session begins and ends with the use of the flags
Passing Rules

· Passing or overtaking another vehicle is only allowed on the straight-awards, unless waived/signaled by the slower car driver. Be respect with each other. This is an event for fun only, everyone try to have some fun here.
· If you see a car closing up on you or waiting to pass you, please maintain a safe lin and ‘point to pass’, let the driver behind you know that you are award with a point as to which side he/she should pass.

· Do not wait until the end of the straight-aways to make a pass or let somebody pass you. Give yourself a good braking zone, otherwise wait until the next straight-away to attempt to pass.

· If you fail to let cars pass you because you are not aware of them or the flags being displayed, you will be black flagged.
· Drivers who appear to be blocking or impeding a safe pass will be black flagged.
· Vehicle contact is illegal and if it happens you will be asked to leave.
Flags

· Solid Green – Race session is underway when this flag is displayed at the starter’s station
· Solid Yellow – Be cautious! Slow down, danger ahead, NO PASSING until past the emergency area.
· Double Yellow – Full course caution
· Solid Black – Pointed or Furled: driver us unsafe, use as warning waving, come back into pit and report at the starters station right away. 
· Solid Red – Extreme danger ahead. Slow down immediately, carefully proceed back into pit if possible, or make a controlled stop to the right side of the track, wait for further instructions.
· Checkered – End of session (timing session only). Slowdown and carefully proceed back into pit.
